Mrs. Jones’s Discipline Plan-1st Grade

    Rules

1. Follow directions the first time they are given.

2. Raise hand before speaking.

3. Keep hands feet and other objects to yourself.

4. Get out of seat only when given permission.

5. Treat everyone with respect.

   Consequences

    Students will receive a conduct grade of an S, S-, N, or U for the day. These grades will be   

    written in the student’s agenda book daily.  Positive student behavior is expected in my  

    classroom, but there are times when consequences are necessary.  Every student will start 

    the day with an S.  I will be in contact with you concerning behavior issues.  Feel free to 

    contact me anytime.  

1. Verbal Warning- Students will have an S for the day if they have a warning.  

2. On the second offense, the student’s name will be moved to S-. This will cause the student to lose one T.R.A.C.K point. 

3. On the third offense, the student’s name will be moved to N. This will cause the student to lose two T.R.A.C.K points. The student will miss ten recess minutes.

4. On the fourth offense, the student’s name will be moved to U.  This is a SERIOUS OFFENSE! The student will lose three T.R.A.C.K points, all recess time will be lost, silent lunch, and parents will receive a phone call.

Rewards

1. Students are praised for good behavior.

2. Students receive stamps and stickers for good behavior.

    3.  If students do not lose at least 11 points during the semester, then they are allowed to go to our T.R.A.C.K program, which meets once every grading period.

*It is my goal to call and write parents when their child has inappropriate behavior and GREAT behavior.  Teacher and parent communication is key to a successful school year.  I want the best for your child.  Let’s keep it positive!!!
